CARDBOARD

Corrugated boxes, flat packed cardboard generated from supermarkets and/or
industrial or commercial facilities which have been sorted to be free of plastic and
wax. This cannot include any other paper grades, such as white paper, tissue or
any laminated materials. Labeling, tape and staples are acceptable on cardboard
boxes and packaging. A picture of an acceptable material bale is shown overleaf.

Plastic Film (LDPE)

There are some 500 plastic types. LDPE is used in the manufacture of both
shrink-wrap, plastic bags, plastic coverings for clothing, foods and other goods.
It's important to keep different types of plastics separate in order to achieve any
value for the material.

Below are some examples of plastics which can and cannot be baled:

v~ Shrinkwrap
v~ Plastic bags
v~ Clear plastic sheet

x Plastic bottles / cartons / cups

% Hard or rigid plastics such as

piping, car parts, garden furniture

Additionally, the value of LDPE is calculated on the percentage of clear
material versus coloured material, ink and labelling. Therefore, the grade
that material will be given will be based on a percentage figure.
Common grades are given below:

99/1 — 99% clear material and 1% coloured material, ink and labeling
98/2 — 98% clear material and 2% coloured material, ink and labeling
95/5 — 95% clear material and 5% coloured material, ink and labeling
90/10 - 90% clear material and 10% coloured material, ink and labeling
